LITURGY OF THE WORD:


The readings today are indeed challenging.  We have the Ten Commandments given to Moses and the Israelites, and we have Jesus confronting the status quo in the temple.  When Jesus saw the moneychangers, merchants, sheep, oxen, and doves at the Temple, He became angered, not because of what they were doing, but because of where they were doing it.  The old law required animal sacrifice, so the availability of the proper animals for purchase wasn’t an issue.  But making the act of worship into a commercial, for-profit enterprise by selling those animals within the Temple itself made a mockery of a sacred duty.  The Ten Commandments are the bedrock on which we stand, but we proclaim Christ crucified.  Let us ponder what it means to proclaim Christ crucified in our own lives.
