LITURGY OF THE WORD:

The psalm refrain is a good summary of the word of God: “The hand of the Lord feeds us; He answers all our needs.”  God wants us to be fed and provides nourishment under seemingly impossible circumstances.  But how do we show others that God always provides?  Paul tells us to “live in a manner worthy of the call we have received”.  We who receive the Eucharist must feed one another, especially those who are in any way hungry for truth and love.
